 This morning we are considering how 
best to be the church God wants us to be in 
2009+.  Following the service we will be heading down to 
Audi 2 for our morning tea and joining the children for 
their Power House Break Up.  If you are a visitor here, this 
is not our normal service but I hope you will be able to 
relax and perhaps even enjoy seeing how we are looking 
forward to 2009 and we invite you to stay for a cup of tea 
afterwards. 
 I have often heard the saying that the change 
needed for a sports team to turn its performance around, 
is a change to the ‘top two inches’.  (To the mind!  To the 
way they think!)  At the beginning of this year we looked 
at the need to, “Love the Lord your God with all your heart 

and with all your soul and with all your mind and with all 

your strength.”  Mark 12 : 30,31.  
 For a Christian it is much more than a matter of the 
‘top two inches’ and it involves much more than a game!  
It is sometimes easy to give intellectual assent to  
something but another matter to give our heart, soul and 
our strength.  These words were spoken by the Lord  
Himself in response to a question as to which of the  
commandments was most important.  I can’t help but 
note that the little word ‘all’ precedes each of the four 
areas he saw as important!  
 How have I done?  How have you done?  
 As we look forward to 2009 it would be good to 
review our lives, perhaps in line with the four areas  
covered in these verses, and we may find a need to  
refocus our priorities?  We can do this individually and this 
morning is part of the process we are undertaking in a 
collective sense.  We have appreciated the sessions where 
you have suggested ways we could improve and we are 
still open to new ideas.  The key question still remains, are 
we at TABC demonstrating a love for God where we are  
completely ‘sold out’ in terms of our hearts, our minds, 
our souls and our strength?
